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Abstract

The aim of the pilot study is to understand the dancing education in Taiwan. We chose a senior
high school as a study sample. The research included three aspects of dancing education: 1) the
current situation; 2) the necessity; 3) the cultural management strategy. In the analysis of the
three aspects, we discovered the pros and cons of the dancing education; furthermore, we made
some suggestions. In the era of multi-culture, learning how to admire one’s self is important. We
hope that the young dancers could learn their advantages and disadvantages in their profession
and have a new point of view for themselves.
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
