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Abstract

In view of the multi-needs of the senior undergraduate students, the diversification of the teaching
content and teaching methods of the specialized courses is studied, combined with the reform of
the undergraduate “professional module” curriculum teaching. The results of the study showed
that students’ intrinsic learning motivation could be initiated and the center of teaching mode for
students could be gradually established through integrating students’ future career training and
teaching methods. This teaching model will cultivate the ability of students and put it in an impor-
tant position, which is welcomed by students and could be promoted in other teaching steps.
