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Abstract

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and educational disciplines is. By making discrimination between the two concepts of educational
sciences and educational disciplines, this article explores and analyzes their connotation, struc-
ture and features of formation and development, and concludes a new point of view that the rela-
tionship between educational sciences and numerous disciplines of education should be inclusive,
not equal or parallel.
