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Abstract

The Finnish education reform has become world-renowned due to the cultivation of innovative
talents and the outstanding PISA achievements. Under the dual influence of Nordic welfare gover-
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nance and neo-liberal ideology, Finnish education gets a full balance between “fairness” and “effi-
ciency”. This article examines the development process of Finnish education and the successful
measures in the education reform, deeply digs into the success code of Finnish education reform,
and studies how it can solve the multi-faceted problems faced by the country’s education in terms
of concept innovation, method innovation and practical innovation. And through the analysis of
