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Abstract

How do students learn project management knowledge and skills when they lack practical project
management experience? It is a common problem faced by teaching project risk management
course. This paper proposes a new course content design method to solve this problem, introduc-
es the teaching objectives and implementation process of the new method, and discusses how to
improve the practice of teaching. Compared with the traditional case only with written materials,
the new method has improved students’ interest in learning and achieved better teaching out-
come.
