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Abstract

American female higher education originated in the 1930s, from the form of women’s college to
coeducation and affiliated college for women, regarding real society justice within gender as its
ultimate goal. Based on the perspective of gender, with using the literature research method, this
article elaborates the origin of American female higher education, the rise and fall of women’s
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college and coeducation, compares the plight of female students and then exposes the truth and
fake of the gender segregation in those two. It is found that the equality is not to give male and fe-
male students the same education, but to respect the natural differences of two genders as the
premise, and then to give individuals the real needs on this basis, which can provide reference for
contemporary higher education.
