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Abstract

Teaching materials are also important resources for teachers’ teaching and students’ learning. The
compiling methods and contents of teaching materials affect teaching activities, and then affect
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students’ learning effect. As an important part of textbook compilation, situation is a bridge be-
tween students’ mathematics learning and real life, an important starting point to cultivate stu-
dents’ problem awareness and problem-solving ability, and is closely related to the development
of students’ core literacy. The mathematics curriculum standard of compulsory education puts
forward requirements for the design of textbook situation, but in reality, there are still some
problems, such as unreasonable setting of textbook situation type, simple repetition of situation
and so on. Therefore, the situational problem of teaching materials has become an important field
of primary school mathematics textbook research. This study analyzes the current situation of the
setting of situation types in primary school mathematics textbooks, and puts forward some spe-
cific suggestions for textbook compilation from the point of view of optimizing the situation of
teaching materials.
