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Abstract

With the continuous development of science and technology, education in China is facing the
reform of teaching mode. At the same time, the sudden outbreak of COVID-19 accelerates the
transformation of teaching mode from offline to online. 120 questionnaires show that 62.5% of
college students have plagiarism in online learning. The author mainly analyses the reasons for
the lack of student integrity in online learning and proposes countermeasures to strengthen stu-
dent integrity in online learning in order to effectively address the lack of student integrity.
