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Abstract

“Super Mom” is an observational parent-child reality show. There have been studies discussing it
from the aspects of journalism and communication, narratology, marketing and sociology. Few
scholars analyze the content of the conversation in the program from the perspective of pedagogy.
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Based on Jean-Jacques Rousseau’s naturalistic educational thought, this paper adopts the method
of combining theoretical analysis and case studies to study the conversations of five mother-son
pairs in the third season of “Super Mom”, based on a large amount of corpus. Through the analysis
of typical mother-child conversations, this study analyzes the concept that education follows na-
ture, and provides suggestions for the development of parent-child conversations in family educa-
tion.
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
