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Abstract

Chinese Language and literature major (normal direction) in open education is an important way
for Chinese teachers in primary and middle schools in underdeveloped areas of S province to im-
prove their academic qualifications and re-educate the subject system after service, and it is also
an important guarantee for the sustainable development of their “Discipline core literacy”. There
are four main problems in the practice teaching system of Chinese Language and literature major
(normal direction) in open education: The setting of practical teaching objectives lacks “objectivi-
ty”; The content of practice teaching lacks “systematization”; Practical teaching means and teach-
ing conditions lack of “operability”; The evaluation system of practice teaching lacks “validity”.
The practical teaching system can be reformed from four aspects: taking the development of pri-
mary and secondary school Chinese teachers’ “Discipline core literacy” as the practical teaching
goal; Constructing the practical teaching content system based on the development of “Discipline
core literacy”; Building a practical teaching system that conforms to the characteristics of open
education; Based on the process and dynamic nature of the formation of discipline core compe-
tence, setting up a multivariate practice evaluation system.
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
