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Abstract

The ideological and political construction of the college students based on the general education
curriculum can effectively achieve the core goal of shaping the personality of students to explore
new thinking and a new path in the development of the general education curriculum. Combined
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with the general education courses offered by the author, this paper analyzed how to explore and
refine the ideological and political elements in the general education courses, and organically in-
tegrate them with the professional knowledge in the general education courses.
