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Abstract

By investigating the needs of students in ideological and political learning in Wuchang Shouyi Uni-
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versity, and curriculum ideology and politics teaching experiences in many well-known colleges in
China, we analyze ideology and politics teaching difficulties in macroeconomics, aim at the three-
