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Abstract

With China’s proposal of the “Belt and Road” initiative and Russia’s promotion of “Greater Eura-
sian Economic Integration”, the Sino-Russian strategic partnership has entered a higher level. The
two sides have continued to deepen cooperation in various fields such as politics, economy, cul-
ture, and education. In this context, the cooperation between China and Russia in running schools
is an inevitable result of the development of the bilateral exchanges between the two countries.

Its essence is
to use Russian as the teaching language for professional learning and acquiring professional know-
ledge, which belongs to the category of foreign languages for special purposes. Therefore, the
reform and practice of Russian teaching in Sino-Russian cooperation in running has important
practical significance.
