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Abstract

A good sense of professional identity is an important psychological resource for students to face
the difficulties of learning and future development. In this study, 255 preschool vocational college
students were taken as the research object, and the professional identity questionnaire, study en-
gagement scale and future orientation scale were used to investigate the influence of preschool
vocational college students’ professional identity on study engagement and the mediating effect of
future orientation. The results showed that the professional identity and its dimensions were sig-
nificantly positively correlated with study engagement and future orientation. Future orientation
plays a part of intermediary role in professional identity and study engagement. Therefore, the
government, schools and families should provide a good learning environment for higher voca-
tional students, cultivate their positive future orientation, and comprehensively enhance their pro-
fessional identity.
