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Abstract

As the user of teaching materials, it is quite necessary for teachers to think about the reasons for
the adjustment and change of teaching materials. The author uses comparative analysis to com-
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pare the textbooks published in 2009 with those published in 2017. In English textbooks for senior
high school, taking Compulsory One as an example, the author makes a comparison of reading to
highlight the changes in the textbooks and explain the reasons for its reform. At the same time, ac-
cording to the content of the 2017 edition of general high school English curriculum standard, this
paper makes a brief analysis of the old and new versions of the senior high school English text-
books, and suggests that teachers increase the content of moral education for students according to
the adjustment of the textbooks combined with big data technology, so as to assist teachers in bet-
ter high school English teaching.
