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Abstract

Taboo culture is an important part of the course “Etiquette and Folk Culture of ASEAN Countries”.
In the introduction, the main deficiencies of previous studies have been sorted out. In the body,
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first of all, the learning situation, objectives, key and difficult points are explained. Secondly, the
teaching practice process is analyzed in detail. Thirdly, the blackboard writing and logical rela-
tionship are sorted out. Finally, relevant reflections and revelations are revealed. Five inspirations
are extracted, such as: developing online database is an effective way to solve the problems re-
lated to the cultivation of foreign-related professionals. The developed database should be equipped
with relevant exercises, rather than just be retrievable. How to effectively integrate database into
teaching practice is a subject worthy of discussion. Relevant teachers should have experience in
field research abroad. There are better to combine multiple media organically in culture-related
teaching curriculums. The above analyses are supported by the experience of many field investi-
gations in ASEAN countries.
