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Abstract

Connection between kindergarten and primary school has become an issue of particular concern
in today’s educational circles. Through interviews, the research found that there are the following
problems in the connection between rural kindergartens and primary schools: rural kindergar-
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tens and primary schools are not connected with each other, rural kindergartens have backward
educational concepts, the transition period between rural kindergartens and primary schools is
relatively short, and rural preschool teachers have low knowledge literacy. In view of the existing
problems, the following strategies are proposed: establishing a normal contact mechanism be-
tween rural children and children, changing the educational concept of rural kindergartens, set-
ting up a suitable transition period between children and children, and improving the knowledge
literacy of rural preschool teachers.
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
