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Abstract

Under the threshold of the digital transformation of “digital China”, how to promote the teaching
reform of the history of the party, New China, the reform and opening-up, and socialist develop-
ment across Chinese society under the new media technology and “fasten the first button of life”
for children is an urgent problem to be solved. At present, the field of education is undergoing dig-
ital transformation, but the teaching process of education of communism in junior and primary
schools still presents three barriers to the application of resources.
