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Abstract

Accomplishing the goal of building an innovative country requires a large number of innovative
and entrepreneurial and compound talents. Innovation and entrepreneurship education in uni-
versities is an important guarantee for the supply of talents in an innovative country. At present,
innovation and entrepreneurship education is facing the dilemma of marginalization and forma-
lization in many universities. The research developed a questionnaire, and explored the path of
improving the ability of innovation and entrepreneurship education in universities based on the
feedback of survey data. The examples of innovation and entrepreneurship education in local
medical university under the background of “new medical science” are studied, which provides a
useful reference for innovation and entrepreneurship education in universities.
