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Abstract

Practice is the only criterion for testing truth. The process of testing truth theory and developing
theory in practice is the process of continuous innovation in Teaching of Chinese as a Second Lan-
guage, and is also an important guiding method for the development of Chinese as a foreign lan-
guage.
