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Abstract

Language and culture are closely linked, so it is very important to cultivate students’ intercultural
communicative competence in oral English teaching. However, the current situation of oral Eng-
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lish teaching is not ideal, so this paper will explore the cultivation of intercultural communicative
competence in oral English teaching in junior middle school. First, the concept of it and its rela-
tionship with oral English teaching are expounded, then the significance of its training in oral Eng-
lish teaching is discussed, and problems existing in the current oral English teaching are analyzed.
Finally, strategies for its training are proposed to provide basis for oral English teaching of junior
middle school teachers.
