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Abstract

The rapid development of the Internet has made the phenomenon of “pan-entertainment” more
and more inescapable in contemporary society, and “pan-entertainment” is mainly manifested in
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the pan-entertainment of online news, the prevalence of short videos, and the popularity of varie-
ty shows. For college students whose minds are not yet mature, pan-entertainment caters to their
needs for novelty and difference, coupled with the drive of capital interests and the lack of social
media “gatekeepers”, resulting in a certain negative impact on college students, the loss of college
students’ moral values, the distortion of aesthetic values and the misleading of historical values. In
order to better guide college students to establish correct values and reduce the negative impact
of the phenomenon of “pan-entertainment” on college students, this paper puts forward counter-
measures from the school, society and individual levels. Strengthen the value education of college
students and create a harmonious campus culture at the school level; Strengthen the guidance and
supervision of online public opinion and create a clear cyberspace at the social level; Raise
awareness of prevention at the individual level to avoid confusion in value perception caused by
“pan-entertainment”.
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
