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Abstract

College students are “intelligent” talents who master advanced scientific knowledge and technol-
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ogy, potential talents in their source areas, and outstanding talents who have come from the local
area and received higher education. Encouraging college students to return to the place of origin for
employment is not only an effective way to promote the balanced distribution of human resources
and realize the self-worth of college students, but also a way to enhance the emotional mainten-
ance, sense of belonging and groundedness of college students. Ideological and political education
plays a role in the employment of college students returning to their places of origin by changing
employment concepts, correcting employment motivation, and improving professional ethics. And
from the perspective of playing the role of ideological and political education, from the aspects of
optimizing the social education environment, enriching the path of ideological and political edu-
cation, and vigorously carrying out ideological and political education practice activities, the path
of giving play to the role of ideological and political education in the employment of college stu-
dents returning to their places of origin is explored.
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
