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Abstract

Chinese allusion words are the sum of Chinese language and culture. Learning Chinese allusion
words not only helps to improve the Chinese language proficiency and enrich the vocabulary, but
also helps to know more about the specific structural patterns and cultural connotations of Chi-
nese vocabulary. With the in-depth development of friendly relations between China and Russia,
the Chinese language has been sought after by more and more Russians, while allusion words, as a
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special group of Chinese vocabulary, are both interesting and difficult for Russian learners of Chi-
nese. Aiming at this phenomenon, this paper firstly discusses the ontology of allusion words, se-
condly analyzes the importance of Chinese allusion words for Russian Chinese learners, and final-
ly puts forward an effective method for teaching allusion words to Russian Chinese learners.
