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Abstract

To address the existing problems in writing teaching, the study is designed to explore the applica-
tion of retelling to improve students’ proficiency in reading and writing. Considering the actual
writing tasks of Qingdao senior high school entrance examination, two narratives from the text-
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book published by People’s Education Press are used as reading materials. By analyzing the narr-
ative elements, linking words and relevant sentence patterns, the study aims to assist students in
writing as well as reading.
