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Abstract

The “High School Ideological and Political Curriculum Standards (2017 Edition)” (revised in 2020)
require that ideological and political education courses deepen patriotic education. High school
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ideological and political education courses are the main courses to cultivate patriotic emotions
among high school students, and national policy orientation integrates patriotism education into
the content of ideological and political education courses in high schools. Based on literature re-
view and actual high school practice, this paper elaborates on the relationship between patriotism
education and content of ideological and political education courses in high schools. It points out
the problems existing in current content of ideological and political education courses in high
schools from the perspective of patriotism education, and explores optimization strategies for the
content of ideological and political education courses in high schools by combining teaching cases,
so as to achieve patriotic education among high school students, achieve core competencies of
ideological and political sciences in high schools, provide reference for high school ideological and
political education teachers, and improve the quality of ideological and political education courses
in high schools.
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
