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Abstract

English, as one of the main subjects of basic education, has a unique educational value, and read-
ing is the focus of English teaching. However, the current situation of “separation of learning and
application” in senior high school English reading class has become an urgent problem to be
solved. Production-oriented approach is a foreign language teaching method with Chinese cha-
racteristics, which provides new teaching ideas for foreign language teachers. Based on the pro-
duction-oriented approach, this paper will take Unit 3 Living Legends, a compulsory course for se-
nior high school English published by People’s Education Press in 2019, as an example to explain
the design of this course from three dimensions: teaching objectives, teaching process and teach-
ing evaluation mechanism, so as to construct the design path of senior high school English reading
classroom activities based on the production-oriented approach in order to better promote the
achievements of foreign language teaching reform.
