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Abstract

Information overload and knowledge fragmentation are the two major challenges facing learning
in the Internet age, and Neo Constructivism comes into being in this context. Although new know-
ledge and learning styles are constantly being updated on the basis of the Internet and smart
technologies, the improvement of students’ learning literacy remains central to this change. This
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paper sorts out the theory from the theoretical framework of neo constructivism and the “new”
theory of neo constructivism, and puts forward suggestions for the improvement strategies of stu-
dents’ learning literacy from the perspectives of teachers and learners under the neo constructiv-
ist theory.
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
