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Abstract

Nowadays, the gradual development of social economy, the increasingly fierce social competitive-
ness, the trend of internationalization is strengthened, the implementation of English and Chinese
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bilingual teaching in early childhood education has become a trend, many parents hope that their
children have a bright future, and hope that their children will have an advantageous position at
the beginning of education. Based on the current trend of bilingual kindergarten development,
this paper conducts a specific and in-depth discussion on whether it is feasible in contemporary
society from four aspects: social environment, family environment and children themselves, and
combines the research methods of questionnaire surveys, and combined with the research me-
thods of the questionnaire survey, the author released two questionnaires “The Development of
National Bilingual Kindergartens in China (Parent Edition) and the Development of National Bi-
lingual Kindergartens in China” (Teacher Edition), interviewed 121 parents and teachers on their
views on bilingual kindergartens and the help of bilingual education to young children, and dis-
cussed the central issue of bilingual education in combination with the relevant literature of bi-
lingual education, the feasibility of bilingual education implementation. It also combines the re-
search methods of reading and analyzing relevant literature in bilingual education, such as Ji
Daohong. The enlightenment of the critical period hypothesis for the implementation of bilingual
teaching in kindergartens in China. Through research, this paper finds that the implementation of
bilingual kindergarten in contemporary society has great feasibility and broad development
prospects, and firmly believes that as long as the quality of teachers is improved, the teaching en-
vironment is optimized and the teaching method is improved in the process of bilingual teaching,
bilingual education can achieve leapfrog development.
