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Abstract

Since the 18th Party Congress, it has proposed that ideological and political work is the top prior-
ity on the work of the school, and the ideological and political theory course is a compulsory
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course in today’s compulsory education period and even in the universities, which plays the role
of a key course in the establishment of morality and education of the people, and conforms to the
Party’s requirements of the times for the cultivation of contemporary talents. The author used the
questionnaire to collect and found that at present, the following problems prevail in the teaching
of ideological and political theory course: college students have a lack of practical teaching and a
single evaluation system for the ideological and political theory course. This leads to the low in-
terest of college students in learning civic and political science, and poor classroom teaching effect,
which is seriously inconsistent with the responsibility and mission of the civic and political
science course. Therefore, this paper explores the ideological and political education methods of
college students from the perspective of college students’ group behavior, with a view to enhanc-
ing the teaching effect of the civics and political science class in colleges and universities.
