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Abstract

“English Curriculum Standards for Compulsory Education” points out that English and other sub-
jects are not separated and isolated, but are interrelated and permeable. Teachers’ teaching activ-
ities should promote this connection. Based on this, this paper explores the application of inter-
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disciplinary teaching in junior high school English reading from the perspective of core literacy,
explains the core concept of interdisciplinary teaching, and takes some lesson examples from the
latest edition of the Oxford Yilin textbook as the basis to illustrate the integration of English with
Chinese, music, art, ideology and morality, history, physical education, geography and other dis-
ciplines. It also briefly explains the principles of English application in interdisciplinary English
reading teaching, in order to provide some new teaching ideas for English teachers.
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
