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Abstract

There are various problems in the traditional classroom teaching of English and American litera-
ture course, which lead to unsatisfactory learning results for students. The professional certifica-
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tion of teachers-making education in colleges and universities in China makes outcome-based
education one of its core concepts, emphasizing the learning outcomes and effects of the students.
This outcome-based education concept (OBE concept) provides orientation and motivation for the
reform of classroom teaching of the English and American literature course. With the goal of cul-
tivating English teachers as the starting point, lecturers of English and American literature
courses in teachers-making education can improve students’ English language skills, their huma-
nistic literacy and critical thinking ability, and their teaching ability by designing reasonable
teaching objectives, selecting and implementing appropriate teaching methods and activities, and
adopting effective methods to assess students’ learning outcomes, so as to construct a stu-
dent-centered teaching model and continuously improve teaching on the basis of students’ learn-
ing effects.
