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Abstract

“Art Is Experience” is Dewey’s representative work of aesthetics, which embodies the view of
pragmatism aesthetics. He systematically elaborated on his artistic theory based on “experience”,
believing that the formation of art is a continuous and complete process of experience, emphasiz-
ing the continuity of restoring aesthetic experience and daily life experience. The main problems
in the current aesthetic education curriculum in China are the utilitarianism of goals, the mecha-
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nization of processes, and the fragmentation of content. According to Dewey’s art theory, our aes-
thetic education curriculum should move towards completeness and life, allowing students to be-
come truly “beautiful” individuals.
