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Abstract

With the rapid development of higher education in China, the authority and focus of universities
are gradually shifting down to secondary colleges. The secondary college is responsible for party
building, teaching, scientific research, student management, subject development, enrollment and
employment, talent recruitment, and other management and service work. The work content and
authority of the secondary college are gradually increasing, and the risk points and hidden dan-
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gers of integrity are also correspondingly increasing. This article combines the actual work of
universities in ethnic regions, starting from the perspective of identifying the risk points of integr-
ity in secondary colleges, excavates and sorts out the risk points of integrity in secondary college
