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Abstract

This paper first explains the meaning of local culture and its relationship with local undergra-
duate colleges. Then it lists the cases of some local undergraduate colleges in Jiangxi Province to
analyze the feasibility of local culture to help the transformation and development of local under-
graduate colleges, and finds that local culture can provide favorable conditions and spiritual and
material resources support for the transformation and development of local undergraduate col-
leges. Finally, combined with the guiding ideology of the relevant documents issued by the state,
this paper explores the path of transformation of local undergraduate colleges from the perspec-
tive of the role of local cultural resources in the transformation of local undergraduate colleges.
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
