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Abstract

The curriculum construction section of the “English Curriculum Standards for Compulsory Educa-
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tion (2022 Edition)” clearly proposes to improve the integrity of unit courses and promote the im-
plementation of overall unit teaching in schools. The overall teaching of a unit is to study the con-
tent of the unit from the perspective of the unit, and to create unit learning activities based on the
unit objectives.
