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Abstract

Patriotism education is an important component of primary school students’ moral education, and
red culture is an important and valuable resource for patriotism education, embodying profound
and unique educational values. Developing local red culture is an inevitable trend to enrich pri-
mary school students’ moral and legal courses, enhance the effectiveness of red culture education,
and enhance their red cultural literacy. By practicing the local red culture education curriculum in
Nanjing and investigating the current cognitive status of local red culture among primary school
students in Nanjing, the value implications of integrating local red culture into patriotism educa-
