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Abstract

With the inclusion of continuation writing as a new type of exam question, a growing number of
teachers have begun to explore how to integrate it into their teaching practice. However, it has
been found that most teaching practices focus too much on students’ language skills, overlooking
the important role of continuation writing in cultivating students’ core literacy in subjects.
