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Abstract

As a widely used textbook in China, the evaluation of PEP English textbooks for senior high schools
will help schools and teachers to make better use of them. Based on Cortazzi and Jin (1999) and
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Zhang Gecheng (2007)’s cultural classification method, this study adopts text analysis to analyze
the cultural content of PEP’s compulsory English textbooks for senior high schools, focusing on the
following questions: What are the cultural content in the reading materials of PEP’s compulsory
English textbooks for senior high schools, what are the characteristics of the arrangement, and
what suggestions can this study provide for front-line teachers and textbook writers? It is found
that the teaching materials are rich in regional culture, and the overall distribution of cultural
types and cultural themes is diversified, but the comparative culture is less involved. Finally, ac-
cording to the above research conclusions, the following suggestions are put forward for the use of
textbooks: Show more cross-cultural content; Raise cultural awareness; Improve cultural accom-
plishment.
