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Abstract

Based on the framework for analyzing the cultural presentation of foreign language textbooks
proposed by Zhang & Li (2022), this paper conducts a quantitative analysis of the English text-
books for grades 4 to 6 of elementary and junior high schools in Guangzhou. The study found that
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in terms of regional culture presentation, elementary schools mainly present Chinese culture, and
the proportion of regional culture presentation in junior high schools is relatively balanced. In
terms of the presentation form, textbooks for elementary and junior high schools mainly adopt the
forms of cultural products, cultural figures, and cultural practices. In terms of presentation me-
thods, elementary schools mainly use pictures to present culture, while junior high schools present
culture in varying ways.
