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Abstract

Using bibliometric methods and visual analysis software CiteSpace, this paper conducts statistical
analysis of 139 papers related to Chinese education research in vocational colleges in Thailand in
the past ten years (2012~2022) from CNKI database, and examines the publication year, number
of papers, publishing institutions, research hotspots formed by keyword clustering and research
trends formed by professional term clustering. The study found that the annual number of pub-
lished papers in this research field showed a slow upward trend; Universities are the main re-
search units and institutions with a high number of publications, mostly distributed in the north-
ern provinces and Guangxi and Yunnan, which border Southeast Asian countries. The hot spots of
Chinese education research in Thai colleges and universities mainly focus on the “three teachings”,
with the most research on teaching methods, followed by textbooks, and teachers last. From the
perspective of keyword mutation map, research hotspots emerge one after another, and new
hotspots appear at different stages, which are closely related to Thailand’s language policy and the
development of international Chinese. Finally, it is suggested to expand the research field and enrich
the existing research, expand research institutions and pay more attention to nationalized Chi-
nese education.
