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Abstract

The psychosocial intervention to promote academic achievement aims to improve students’ aca-
demic achievement in the long term and effectively improve their academic achievement. Based
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on summarizing the main research results of psychosocial intervention in the field of improving
the academic achievement of disadvantaged students, this paper focuses on the main forms and
effects of psychosocial intervention, as well as the key components that make psychosocial inter-
vention effective, and finally puts forward specific suggestions for in-depth research on psychoso-
cial intervention in the field of promoting the academic achievement of disadvantaged students,
including the construction of a comprehensive psychosocial intervention model based on school,
family and students, and strengthening the theoretical basis research.
