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Abstract
Under the promotion of the “double reduction” policy, after-school services in rural primary schools
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have achieved good results, promoted the reduction of the burden and efficiency of rural primary
school education, promoted the all-round development of rural primary school students, and eased
the anxiety of rural primary school parents. However, there are still some problems that need to
be solved. The opening of after-school service courses in rural primary schools is restricted, the
service quality of teachers is not high, and there is insufficient communication between schools
and families. Therefore, in order to break the predicament faced by rural primary schools, we
should introduce social resources and enrich the curriculum content; strengthen teacher training
and optimize teacher strength; improve the communication mechanism between home and school,
and effectively improve the quality of after-school services.
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
