Q3: Who can join talent shows?

Q4: Who decides the winner?

Q5: What does the winner get?

Q6: Does everyone enjoy watching talent shows?
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Q1: Why do some people make up their lives to take part in talent shows?

Q2: What do these performers want to get through talent shows?

Q3: What do you think of these talent shows?
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Step 4: Post-reading
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QI1: Can you design a school talent show?

Q3: How can we achieve success?
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
