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Abstract

Situational teaching, as an important teaching theory and practice model, has been widely applied
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and recognized in the field of education. However, in situational teaching, students not only ac-
quire knowledge but also learn and practice within specific socio-cultural contexts. Therefore, sit-
uational teaching is not only the transmission of knowledge, but also one of the important means of
sociocultural reproduction.
