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Abstract

In traditional concepts and previous studies, the value created by the current political situation has
been infinitely amplified, resulting in the front-line teaching practice, many teachers flock to the
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“form” of the dominant, the main and secondary separation, resulting in students to see the current
political “lively” to see the “silence”, dilute the cultivation of students’ critical thinking, alienated
the nature of ideological and political education, and weakened the goal of in-depth teaching. Based
on this, on the basis of affirming the teaching effect of the current political situation, this paper fur-
ther explores the application dilemma in practical teaching, and proposes optimization strategies
for the current political situation from four dimensions of situation selection, situation presenta-
tion, situation application and teaching methods, so that the creation of the current political situa-
tion can point to the construction of knowledge, the advancement of thinking and the improvement
of ability and accomplishment, so as to enhance the depth and height of ideological and political
classroom.
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
