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Abstract

As the key link of teacher-student interaction, teacher feedback is very important to the achievement
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of teaching objectives and students’ learning. Although there have been detailed classification stud-
ies, this study aims to explore innovative classification methods of teacher feedback from a new
perspective of classroom observation. At the same time, through in-depth reading of relevant re-
search on IRF theory, it is found that there are omissions in the study of IRF interaction model in the
current academic circle, and the analysis of the development trend of teacher feedback language is
insufficient. Therefore, the objectives of this paper include: to put forward the classification of new
teacher feedback, to explore the new interactive model of IRF, and to analyze the development
trends and trends of teacher feedback in middle school English classrooms. On the basis of IRF the-
ory, this study aims to find a new classification method of teacher feedback by observing 5 high
school English reading classes and combining the researches of many scholars on teacher feedback
in the past. Specifically discuss the following two aspects: 1) Types of teacher feedback in middle
school English classrooms. 2) The development trend of current middle school English classroom
teacher feedback.
