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Abstract

Writing directly reflects students’ mastery of knowledge and comprehensive application ability, which
isa very important part of English teaching in senior high school. However, in the traditional English
writing teaching, teachers attach too much importance to students’ writing results and ignore the
importance of the writing process, which leads to the decline of students’ initiative and enthusiasm,
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and the general low level of English writing over time. Therefore, this study will adopt the teaching
mode of “PAD Class” to discuss the teaching of English writing in high school, aiming to solve the prob-
lems of students’ lack of learning enthusiasm and low writing ability under the traditional teaching
mode, stimulate their learning interest, and provide new ideas for the teaching of English writing in
high school.
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
