Abstract

In the context of globalization, traditional internationalization models overly rely on cross-border
mobility, leading to an unequal distribution of higher education resources. As a response, “glocali-
zation” has emerged as a new strategic choice. In this context, the dissemination of intangible cultural
heritage (ICH) becomes particularly significant. Using tea culture as a case study, this paper explores the
dissemination paths of ICH under the framework of “glocalization” and analyzes current challenges
faced by ICH, such as the limited adaptability of traditional culture to new media formats and the short-
age of talent skilled in both technical operations and content creation. The paper identifies three main
strategies: incorporating ICH into glocalized education, empowering dissemination through modern in-
formation technologies, and enhancing practical and experiential activities. These strategies aim to pro-
mote the dissemination of ICH, strengthen cultural confidence, and improve the quality of education.
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
