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Abstract

In order to improve the effect of English reading teaching in junior high school and solve the prob-
lem of students’ difficulties in digging out the deep meaning and intention of English texts, this pa-
per briefly explains English reading teaching in junior high school based on discourse analysis and
the current situation of English reading teaching in junior high school. And on this basis, this paper
combines with specific teaching cases and points out that teachers can apply discourse analysis to
English reading teaching in junior high school by identifying the context, the intention and the genre.
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At the same time, teachers should pay attention to providing appropriate guidance and reasonably
evaluating in teaching practice, so as to better play the role of discourse analysis in teaching.
